A resident asked about the area around the garages behind Bouverie Road.  The tenants have been asked to empty the garages but the area has now become a venue for local young men to drink, throw bottles etc.  Is there a timescale for demolition?  The chairman pointed out that this area had been adopted at the Annual Parish meeting for action by multi-agencies and this was on the Agenda.

A further report on a resident who has been arrested on numerous occasions and was causing problems to neighbours was made.  The chairman responded that the residents should all write to the police, and Northampton Borough Council Housing Department to complain.  Anti-social behaviour does not come within the remit of the Parish Council.

It was reported that parking seems to be worse than ever.  This again came within the Annual Parish meeting and much work is going on to try to solve the problems which could include railings at the school, yellow lines etc.

External PA equipment is needed at least twice a year for the Fete and the Remembrance Day service.  After advice from a member of the public it was decided to purchase an internal set for use in quizzes etc and further research would be carried forward to the next financial year.  Expenditure of up to £280 was approved unanimously.

c) Signage for the Parish Room

It was agreed that signage is required but that this should be incorporated into the new access slope.  A temporary notice will be placed on the door.  Cllr Wright agreed to carry this forward.

Open Spaces 
Playground Report.  
The fencing around The Chimes has again been damaged.  Cllr Wright had inspected this and said that in his view this was a repair job rather than renewal but it would require work sooner rather than later in case further damage was caused.  Cllr Wright volunteered to carry out the repair and to replace the barbed wire on the top of the fence together with signs warning of this.  The clerk was requested to write to the residents pointing out that repairs would be made but that this is a boundary fence rather than a security fence.  The clerk would also point out that all incidents should be reported to the police and an incident number obtained.  Otherwise the police believe that there are no problems.  Cllr Faichnie proposed that Cllr Wright should carry out the work and this was agreed unanimously.

The chairman stated that she would like to have a list of preferred companies and their rates in order that they could be called upon quickly for emergency repairs etc.  Apparently Trading Standards has such a list on their website.
Youth Group

The youth clubs are meeting regularly.  About 5-10 Seniors and 14/15 Juniors attend.

The Service level agreement with Wootton Parish Council has not yet been returned. The clerk will ask for this to be completed before July if possible.

The clerk will write to them and contact Borough Councillors for their assistance.

Cllr Greenaway reported that Mr Rose is having difficulty getting his mower into the War Memorial area despite the notice.  The clerk was asked to contact P & B Welding to ask them to make another gateway accessible.  In addition some of the roses have died.  Mr Rose was authorised to replace them with fresh plants after sending in a quote.

Cllr Greenaway asked about the possibility of a water supply to the Allotments.  This could be explored with tenants but might result in a rent rise.

Cllr C Greaves informed everyone that there will be a coffee morning and book swap on the 3rd July in the Parish Room.  Items for the White Elephant stall may be given to Pam Pease.
Cllr Barton and Keith Rose had both attended RoSPA training courses organised by Northants CALC.  The need for weekly checks of the play equipment was emphasised.  A noticeboard is still required for the Recreation Ground and this will be taken up by the Open Spaces committee.

The chairman suggested it could be beneficial for more Councillors to attend the RoSPA training course.
