Parking and Speeding 
A meeting had been held with members of the Highways Authority and PCSOs looking at safer routes to school, parking and other problems.  There is a problem with introducing yellow lines as who would police them.  The Police can act on white lines with a bar.  A 20mph voluntary sign could be introduced near the school.  The Casualty Reduction Team state that as there have been no fatalities and, according to them, no other incidents, they cannot help.  Likewise, speeding on Martins Lane is not high enough to warrant flashing signs although the Parish Council could purchase flashing signs.  Bollards could be looked at outside the Post Office as well as barriers outside the school.
A walk around the village is to be arranged shortly.
