Borough Councillors report. No report available.
Police report Crime during the last month has gone down.  There have been three cases – criminal damage, theft from a car and from a garage.  There have been some youth nuisance and other motor cycle nuisance.  Reported incidents over the last 3 months are of 84 mostly from Brackmills via Back Lane.  There is no real pattern but mostly evenings.
There is a Neighbourhood Partnership meeting tonight which will set the priorities.  It is like to split the area into three with motorcycle nuisance in Hardingstone set as a priority.  Cllr Bolton was attending the Partnership meeting.

Some drug paraphernalia was handed to the PCSO which had been found in the Recreation Ground.  This will be referred on to the appropriate officer.

A complaint from a resident who backs onto the Recreation Ground was reported and the PCSO promised to visit the resident.  The youth workers will also be asked to keep an eye on this area.

Sgt Beard is pursuing property taken from a car in Coldstream Lane.  There had been some cases of youths banging on windows in Martins Lane and dropping their trousers.  These incidents had been reported to the Police who had responded promptly but unfortunately not in time to catch them.

Planning 
The survey of the village on their concerns about the proposed CJC will be carried out shortly in time for the results to be taken to the next WNDC meeting which is likely to be the 7th July.  This will involve door knocking and the routes were divided up between the Parish Councillors.  The completed questionnaires should be returned to Cllr Barton.
Mr Moriarty had been in touch with the chairman with regard to the old Police House.  Apparently this redevelopment had been held up by the Borough Council Planning Department.  A new application is likely to be made for one house and a bungalow.  Mr Moriarty was informed that the garden and the fencing needed tidying up as they caused a bad impression and attracted nuisances.  He agreed to tidy up the front garden.
