A question had been raised about the organisation or payment of water rates for the parish land.  This has previously been undertaken by Hardingstone Guides but on the retirement of Mrs Lloyd it was decided that it would be appropriate for the Parish Council to undertake this task.
Thanks for donations had been received from Hardingstone and Bouverie WIs and from Bouverie Sheltered Housing.

A request had been received for assistance with the replacement of the local Age Concern organisation.  The Chairman affirmed her statement from the Parish meeting in that at the moment this would be outside of the Parish Council as all of the councillors are fully committed to other duties.  Another voluntary organisation would be welcome to take on this task.
Open Spaces 
An email had been received complaining about the Recreation Ground.  The clerk will respond appropriately.
Concern was expressed that reports of alcohol being sold to under 18s from Wootton Co-op.  This will be reported to JAG.

As reported the garages continue to be a problem area in the village.

Footpaths to Delapre and the Golf course are overgrown and a tree has fallen on the Port Way path.  The clerk will report these.  The path at the side of the Recreation Ground from Martins Lane to High Street is also overgrown.  A discussion took place about the cost of the village maintenance man restoring the hedge and then continuing maintenance as part of his duties.  Enquiries will be made.

A resident in Coneygree had complained about ball games on their green area.  The notices had been removed in the recent building work.  The Borough Council should be contacted.

Fouling on the Recreation Ground is still a problem, not quite as bad but dog users should be reminded to collect their dog waste and dispose of it in the appropriate bins.

The group is looking at play equipment and will be going out to tender when prepared.  Planning permission may be required.

A report had been received from I Greenaway on the progress he had made on the renovation of the hut prior to work ceasing.  Mr Greenaway was questioned as to whether he had lost money as a result of the stopping of work and he confirmed that he had lost money.  The Parish Council decided to look at the situation once work has been able to recommence.

Youth Group

No further report.

WNDC had held their meeting on the 26th May concerning the proposed CJC application.  A number of parish councillors had attended and Cllr Barton had spoken against the application.  The Police had been asked about what benefits the local community would obtain from this proposal and were unable to answer.  A further meeting will be arranged and the Parish Council will have a chance to reply to any comments.  The Parish Council need to find out some hard facts about opinions in the village and will carry out a door to door survey as soon as possible to gather this information.

Cllr Barton had attended a crash course on Section 106 agreements organised by East Midland Planning Aid service.

It was agreed to  withdraw objections to the diversion of the footpath across the old allotments and to ask to meet with Bloor Homes to discuss their plans.
